Held on the grounds of DeCordova Museum and Sculpture Park , the teacher institute will 
focus on the artistic, historical, social, and technological significance of renowned video 
artist Nam June Paik and his Requiem to the 20th Century. This institute will be accessible 
to various types of learners, specialists and non-specialists, and will reach across the digital 
divide to connect curriculum, technology, and pedagogy. Teachers will come away with new 
ideas for the classroom, tools for integrating art and new media technologies, hands-on 
sculpture activities, lessons in object-based learning and a greater understanding of the 
social and historical contributions of New Media Art.
